Social Concerns Ministry is a city-wide ministry with members from St. Katherine Drexel, St. Paul's Elder Facility and Holy Cross.  Our mission statement is to unite faith and action for justice.
 

Last year we had a successful Diaper Drive for Mothers of Unborn Baby Care and Rose Sale on Mothers Day.  This year we will have a drive for the Emergency Shelter.
 

Holy Cross and St. Katherine Drexel each had a volunteer week at the the Warming Shelter.  With the support of volunteers from both parishes, we had a successful week.  Holy Cross also took one day a month during the summer.  That was a success also.  We are planning on doing at least one week each again this winter.
 

We sponsored the Jesse Tree at Holy Cross last year and the main recipient was the Warming Shelter.  We plan on doing this again this year.
 

The Prayer Shawls (making and distributing) and monthly food drive for Loaves and Fishes are also supported by the Social Concerns Ministry.  We plan on promoting the "Human Race" for Leaven and Respect Life activities.
 

We also participate at Holy Crosses "Spotlight" weekend where a committee is spotlighted.  Father or committee member talks about the committee at the end of mass and we have a display with information in the gathering area.
 

Our goal as a group is to inform parish members/public of the needs within our community.  We need more members so we can do more activities.
