 This weekend we kick off the 2012 Bishop’s Appeal. This year’s theme is “Renewed in Christ” . Over the years 
we have received many services from our diocesan staff, such as services in the area of education, counseling, administrative       
assistance and much more. Annually, we are asked to participate in the Bishop’s Appeal to offer financial assistance so the 
mission of Jesus may be accomplished. I want to personally thank you for your contribution to the 2011 Bishop’s Appeal.  
Our goal for the 2012 Bishop’s Appeal is $67,524.   
 Shortly you will be receiving a letter from the Bishop inviting you to prayerfully consider either making a contribution if 
you never did, increase your gift, or keep your gift the same as last year. God bless you for your support of the Bishop’s  
Appeal. I am a proud member of the Bishop’s Appeal Crozier Society. Our support helps families and individuals become 
Renewed in Christ.

But most 
of all, you can click on take action today, and send a e-mail to congress. I thank you for helping to protect our religious 
liberty and the dignity of life.  
 Over these next few weekends we will be inviting you to pick up your tickets for the “Feast of St. Katharine 
Drexel” , which will be taking the place of the Spring Fever Frenzy. It will take place on Sunday, March 4, 2012 after the 
10:30 AM Mass at the St. Mary Site, with a social and raffle drawing at 12:00 Noon. The funds raised from this raffle will 
help cover budgeted expenses.  
 As we prepare to celebrate the feast of St. Katharine Drexel, let us learn more about the patron saint of our parish.  
Francis, her father, died quite unexpectedly in 1885. While donating 10 percent of his vast fortune to charity, he established 
a trust fund with the remaining $14 million. Just after the collapse of President Ulysses S. Grant’s peace initiatives in the 
Western territories, the Drexel daughters met Bishop Martin Marty, apostolic vicar of Dakota, and Fr. Joseph Stephan,    
director of the Bureau of Catholic Indian Missions. This was a turning point in Katharine’s life, for she caught a glimpse of 
her true vocation. (More to come.)   
 I invite you to prayerfully consider attending a Christ Renews His Parish retreat here at our parish. The dates for 
the men’s and women’s retreat will be published shortly. CRHP communicates fundamental truths of faith experientially. A 
reason you should make a CHRP Retreat is because you want to make some time for God in your life.
